-« sentence already imposed by the court should
be upheld. A court appointed lawyer has been
asked by the judge to argue for setting aside
the life term. Maria Haydee Torres, who re-
fused to participate in the illegal trial, has re-
jected the court-appointed attorney and all ef-
forts on his part to meet with her.

The brave freedom fighter told LIBER-
TAD that the hearing *‘is for the purpose of
allowing the judge to wash his hands clean
after doing the dirty work of the colonial op-
pressors. I maintain that the trial was illegal,
the sentence is illegal, and this new circus is il-
legal.! ;

She said that she will attend the hearing to
demonstrate to her people that life sentences
and threats of death may intimidate the guilty
and the common thief, but not a fighter for
zational liberation,

The 24-year-old prisoner of war was de-

~clared guilty in the death of an employment
~business executive in 1977, when a bomb ex-
ploded at the Mobil Oil Building in Mid-
Marihattan. Police and the newsmedia had
been telephoned at least one hour before the
¢xplosion, but they ignored the warning to
evacuate. Even when the first explosion oc-
~ cured in an unoccupied area of another
nearby building a half hour before the Mobil
bullding explosion, the FBI and police con-
tinwed io igriore the first and second wa rnings
Lo evacuate. It was only after they criminally
allowed the Mobil building bomb to explode
- that they moved to evacuate major corporate
€enises. The Mobil building and another five
bombings on August 3, 1977, caused some $5
million in losses to corporations and disrupted
the regular business day.
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In a communique signed by the FALN Cen-
tral Command on that date, the clandestine
armed organization argued that the action
was *“part of our campaign to dramatize and
intensify our just struggle for the in-
dependence of Puerto Rico, and the uncondi-
tional freedom of the five Puerto Rican na-
tionalists . . .” .

Maria Haydee Torres, who was detained by
the Evanston, Illinois para-military police on
April 4, was later charged with the Mobil
building bombing. A four-days trial ended on
May 23 when a jury, from which the single
Puerto Rican juror was excluded, found her
guilty and recommended a life sentence. The
trial involved only the hand-picked jury, the
judge, and the prosecutor. She did not defend
herself because it was a criminal trial and
because she is a prisoner of war not subject to
criminal proceedings. The young patriot
demanded that she be tried according to inter-
national law in an international court. She
cited several United Nations resolutions on
prisoner-of-war status for freedom fighters,
as wll as the recognition by the United Na-
tions of Puerto Rico's colonial status.

During the first day of the trial, on May 19,
some 200 supporters packed the court room at
Federal Court in Foley square and demon-
strated their support for the heroic freedom

tionaries demonstrated their support, led by
the National heroes Iolita LEebron, Osecar
Collazo and Irvin Flores.

Lolita Lebron, speaking to the rally, said
that ‘“‘we are all very small in the face of the
greatness of this young girl.”" She called for
support for the armed struggle and the eleven
prisioners of war now detained by the U.S.
colonialist government.

The National Committee To Free Puerto
Rican Prisioners of War is calling on all
freedom loving people, particularly the Puer-
to Rican people—regardles of parties or ban-
ners—to join Maria Haydee Torres in Federal
Court at Foley Square at 4 p.m. on Wednes-
day, July 2nd in repudiation of the life
sentence and in support of her demand for
Prisoner of War status,

VICTORY

SAN JUAN—The Unitary Committee
Against Repression (CUCRE) defeated an at-
tempt by several organizacions to reduce sup-
port for the Eleven Puerto Rican Prisoners of
War to a moral support for political prisoners
rejecting in the process support for their
political positions and actions. The Interna-
tionalist League (trotskyites) decided to aban-
don CUCRE immediately after the assembly
voted to support the 11 POWs all the way,
The Movimiento Socialista Popular (MSP)
and the Revolutionary Socialist Party (PSR)
said they would consult the majority decision
of the assembly with their organizations
before deciding what they would do. The Liga
Socialista (LSP) and the Nationalist Party
voted to support the stand and the politics of
the eleven, along with the majority. The Com-
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The campaign of support entrusted to the
National Committee (o Free Puerto Rican
Prisoners of War by the Eleven Puerto Rican
Prisoners of War, is a very serious respon-
sibility. We must give it the importance the
case merits, and at the same time see that the
politics of the Eleven Patriots if faithfully
presented, :

This is why, that apart from all the clamor
for support within the independence and
popular _sectors for these Puerto Rican
heroes, there is a need to make clear to
everyone what this support is, and what con-
stitutes bad-faith and opportunism.

Recently there was a debate within the Na-
tional Unitary Committee Against Repression
(CUCRE) in Puerto Rico around whether the
Eleven patriots should be supported as
prisoners of war or political prisoners. From
this extended debate came a conflict within
the movement as to whether the Eleven
patriots are *‘the eleven prisoners of war,’’ or
if they are “‘the Evanston-11,"" or the ““Illinois
Eleven® The CUCRE voted in assembly to
respect the position of the Eleven patriots and
must be called as they wish—the Eleven Puer-
to Rican Prisoners of War.

The importance of this debate in Puerto
Rico is that several organizations which do
not recogmze the politics of the Eleven
patriots, want to support them as simple vic-
tims of repression, while at the same time
casting aside what the Eleven patriots stand
for, and what they represent. This situation is
created because of the general support which
exists within the membership of these
organizations, and the support evidenced
among our people in the community. Certain-
ly, it is clear that the leadership of these
organizations do not want to enter into a con-
flict with their members. Least of all do they
want to lose the opportunity to mobilize the
general support which exists in the communi-
ty.

They are caught in a difficult situation, On
the one hand, they must support the Eleven
patriots; and on the other, they must deny the
politics of the case, because it goes against the
very grain of the politics of these organiza-
tions. The result . . . they prefer to ignore the
politics which made the Eleven Prisoners of
War in the first place.

We, on our part, have no such conflict, We
began our existence with the campaign to sup-
port the acis of war by the Five MNational

Heroes—Lolita Lebron, Oscar Collazo, Irvin
Flores, Rafael Cancel Miranda, and Andres
Figueroa Cordero; we continued that path
with Nydia Cuevas, Pablo Marcano, and
William Guilermo Morales. When the tactics
of other independence organizations were
either to attack the politics, or restrict support
for the prisoners, we were firm and consis-
tent; and we were repressed. But, here we still
are, and here we will continue until victory or
death.

And it is simply that the prisoners of war re-
quire that their actions be explained and sup-
ported such as they are; with the political con-
tent, with their projections for the future of
our struggle for independence and socialism.

They demand, and we support, the recogni-
tion that a state of war exists between the
Puerto Rican people and the government and
armed forces of the United States. As the
comrades of the Movimiento de Liberaction
Nacional (MLN) explain: “*Little war, or big
war—but war nevertheless.”” Even in its early
stages: sporadic actions, different levels of
armed struggle, small-units actions, etc., and
they are fighting. When clandestine military
units confront the enemy military, and their
civilian leadership, armed struggle is being
waged, and that is war.

When the Eleven Prisoners of War say that
they start from the position that Puerto Rico
is a country militarily occupied and done
violence to; and that all legislative, judicial,
political, social, and cultural institutions im-
posed on us exist only to maintain colonial oe-
cupation in Puerto Rico—and that because of
this they reject legalism, elections, and legal
defense in enemy criminal courts—either we
reject-them- or support them completely.

Because, in the last analysis, partial support
serves only to confuse our people, undermine
the importance of the case, and finally serves
only the interests of the enemies of Puerto
Rican independence.

The Movimiento de Liberacion MNacional
(MLMN) explains to us that what is at the center
of the struggle for the recognition and sup-
port of the eleven Puerto Rican Prisoners of
War “‘is nothing more than the historic strug-
gle of our people to place a revolutionary
leadership at the front of the struggle for in-
dependence; and turn our backs on timidity,

THE NATIONAL COMMITTEE TO FREE
PUERTO RICAN PRISONERS OF WAR
was organized on November 21, 1978. This
Committee is the result of the consolidation
of the NATIONAL COMMITTEE TO FREE
THE FOUR PUERTO RICAN PRISONERS
OF WAR and the WILLIAM MORALES
DEFENSE COMMITTEE.

The reason for this consolidation was the
emergence of a new situation. The Puerto
Rican national liberation struggle can now

claim the loss of eleven more liberation
fighters whe have fallen into the hands of the
enemy, U.S, imperialism. These comrades are

symbols and heroes of our eighty year struggle
against the colonization of our homeland by
the U.S. government.

The organization of unconditional political
support in the U.S. for these brave comrades
necessitated a new structure and focus. With
this consolidation we hope to take the rich
and fruitful experience we have acquired from
our work around the case of the Four Na-
tionalists and extend and broaden that
political support to all Puerto Rican Prisoners
of War,

OUR POSITION

Puerto Rico is a nation intervened and oc-
cupied by the U.S. government and military.
Since July 25, 1898 it has served as ‘“war
booty™ for the economic and political in-
terests of this country. The presence of these
U.S. interests is maintained and assured by
force. Since the invasion and throughout the
entire period of the colonization the Puerto
Rican people have resisted. They have fought
the colonial violence of the enemy with the
revolutinary violence of the people. In this
war for independence and national liberation,
many revolutionaries have fallen and many
more will fall. But the enemy has received,
and will continue to receive blows from which
it will mever recover,

We, supporters of Puerto Rican Inde-
pendence, progressive and freedom-loving
people, have the duty to provide uncondi-

We .ex-
tend our regards equally to Comrades Nydia
Cuevas and Pablo Marcano Garcia. | want to
also take the opportunity to extend revolu-
tionary greetings to Comrade William Guiller-
mo Morales, Oscar Lopez Rivera, and all the
men and women who in one way or another,
within the concept of valor and sacrifice
which was defined by the Apostle of In-
dependence Don Pedro Albizu Campos; fight
and suffer persecution, prison, and death, if
necessary, for the national liberation of the
Puerto Rican nation.

In my individual character as a Puerto Rican
revolutionary, I endorse and support the
Eleven Puerto Rican Prisoners of War already
mentioned as well as all other prisoners who
fight for out national liberation. As well as
others who in the present or future may be
made prisoners as long as Puerto Rico con-
tinues being a country intervened and
dominated by the military, naval and air
might exercised over Puerto Rico since J uly
25, 1898—when yanki power invaded by force
of arms, our national territory.

For the eleven, as well as when we were taken
prisoners, a campaign of hysteria aimed at
labeling us violent and terrorists, and to
undermine support for our case, which is the
case of Puerto Rico.

But history has proven that the great terrorists
and violators of human rights are the vanki
imperialists. For example, they are upset
because we conducted military action against
the Congress of the United States. But, did
you know, that hours before our action the
armed forces of the United States were com-
mitting one of the most violent and LeTrorist
acts in the history of earth—the use of the
hydrogen bomb in the Marshall Islands,
whase effect is still being felt today by the vic-
tims of that crime of terror and violence by
the United States, whose objective was to at-
tack the fights for freedom and the very life of
humanity.*

‘Historically, we are witnesses that the United
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States has supplied the world much of the
sophisticated weapons, including nuclear
arms. These arms—specifically the atom
bomb, created by the United States—weight
heavily over humanity, twenty-four hours a
day. The United States of North America
does not have an ounce of political morality
with which to judge me, Lolita Lebron, or
Maria Haydee Torres, or the eleven prisoners
of war, or anyone else who struggles for in-
dependence through the use of arms.

Neither can the United States, nor anyone
else, expect that the struggle for Puerto Rico’s
independence be waged through official and
recognized armies, because—given the im-
balance in power and material dimen-
sions—Puerto Rico cannot form that type of
an army. Nevertheless, although we are a
peaceful people, and want to attain in-
dependence peacefully; we are faced with the
total opposition: of the vanki armed forces
and their colonial structure in Puerto Rico.
Puerto Rico has to struggle for independence
under the conditions demanded by cir-
cumstances, and as a nation intervened
adheres to the right to use its last recourse,
which is the use of arms for the sovereignty of
nations.

As a fighter for the independence of Puerto
Rico, and for the rights of world liberation, I
strongly urge you to support the eleven Puer-
to Rican Prisoners of War, I am honored that
these Puerto Rican patriots are suffering im-
prisonment in yanki jails because of their
devotion to the struggle for independece of
Puerto Rico, giving an example of valor and
sacrifice for our captive nation of Puerto
Rico. Among them are mothers, wives,
daughters—and we know very well that no
one takes on such a heavy burden, heavy suf-
fering and martydom, out of pleasure. Within
their revolutionary strategy, they, as their
comrades, are accomplishing their duty and
patriotism; and not just the Puerto Rican peo-
ple, but the entire world should admire them,
[TECOENIZE them, and support them. -

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PRISONER OF WAR CARMEN VALEN-
TIN SPEAKS

““We will never negotiate our principles in the
couris of our enemies. . . .”’
Carmen Valentin

I will assert here today, April 28, 1980, in
front of my community and in front of the
enemy of my people that there is'a war of na-
tional liberation for the independence of
Puerto Rico being waged continuously by
broad sections of the Puerto Rican people
since our country was first militarily con-
quered by the armies of the United States in
1898.

Our nationality has been intervened since
1898 by the imperialistic government of the
United States, therefore, we the Puerto Rican
people, must give our life to the defensive war
to which we have a right.

Puerto Rico is a colony of the United States
for two fundamental reasons:

1. Because it can be used by North
American Imperialism ‘as a base of
polital penetration and military aggres-
sion against the countries of the third
world; and

2, Because of the high economic benefits
that U.S. monopolies take out due to the
colonial capitalist system that rules on
the island.

The Decolonization Committee of the
United Nations ruled that colonialism in all its
forms and manifestations is a crime, con-
stituting a violation of the Charter of the

Imited. Mations. This rea irmed the inherent
right of colonial peoples to struggle by all
means at their disposal against colonial
powers. It also specifically provided that all
freedom fighters under detention shall be
treated in accordance with the relevant provi-
sions of the Geneva Convention.

Our nation was officially recognized to be a
colony of the United States by the United Na-
tions as of September 12, 1978. This official
recognition has granted us full recognition as
Prisoners of War. It is based on this that I de-
nounce this proceeding to be illegal. I do not
reconize the jurisdictaion of this court and
was brought here against my will, T will not
accept a public defender, if appointed on my
behalf. I am more than capable to speak on
my own behalf, for what it is worth this illegal
court. I demand to be taken to a military
camp, until it is possible for our case to be
heard by an international court before a jury
of our peers.

We will never negotiate our principles in the
courts of our enemy which are based on
deceit, as are all other laws and principles of
this the land of the ENSLAVED. We are well
aware that the great problem of people’s lives
are only resolved by force, and that victory
can only be guaranteed by the armed force of
the masses, and it can only depend on IN-
SURRECTION—not on this or that *“‘legal
and peaceful’ instutition.

From the time of invasion these deceitful
agegressors told the Puerto Rican people that
they had not come to make war but for our
own protection, ‘‘and to bestow upon our
people the immunities and blessings of the
liberal institutions of their government. It has
been this intolerable situation which they
brought us that has driven the conscious
Puerto Rican people to take actions that
would expose the political masquerade that
the imperialists have been trying to impose on
us. It is, therefore, our duty as colonialized
people to show the world the true facts—that

Puerto Rico is still a colony.

As the great patriot Irvin Flores said: ‘It is
bad enough when someone oppresses, ex-
ploits, enslaves you, but when they say your
people are satisfied with this—that is adding
insult to injury!””

It 1s a well known fact that since our inva-
sion many Puerto Rican patriots have fought
the invading forces and have been sacrificed.
The liberty of our nation must be paid for at
its just price and it is written with heroism and
sacrifice of the purest and most noble of pur
nationality.

One of the noblest victims of your vicious
justice system was the great patriot, Don
Pedro Albizu Campos, who was gradually
murdered in your prisons. He taught us well
with his heroic life and it is inevitable to use
his words today to warn your government, the
enemy of our people: *“That independence is
not made with applause. It is made with
deeds. We have the support of the world in
our favor, which sees in the enslavement of a
people, of a man, a lesson so deep that it con-
cerns the entire world. Puerto Rico is a slave
because the United States detains our
sovereignty and because there are Puerto
Ricans who permit it. But already there are
Puerto Ricans who do not permit it and
neither the fleet nor the cannons of any em-
pire are strong enough to detain a people in
their determination to be free.”

Your press, your justice system, your
repressive forces, your government has brand-
ed us as terorists. But the word terrorist no
longer means to the Puerto Rican nation what
it used to. Instead of arousing fear or censure,
terrorism is a call to action. To be called a ter-
rorist by our enemy is an honor to any citizen,
for this means that he is fighting.with a gun in
his hand, against the monstrosity of the pre-
sent government, and the suffering it causes.

On the road to Lares, history has absolved us.

It is well known that the terror and violence
of the world has not been established *and
perpetuated by the captive, exploited, op-
pressed and colonialized people of the world,
such as the Puerto Rican national and other
people of the world, striving for freedom and
progress, but rather it is the great political
powers of the world, oppressors and ex-
ploiters of the masses of human beings, that
have through the centuries of time created,
supported, mastered and maintained the
system, philosophy and practice of political
terror and violence. Great examples of ter-
rorism are: U.S.A., Israel, Chile, Egvpt,
Brazil, El Salvador, South Africa. The
strategy and tactics of the status quo of the
political system of the world against small na-
tions is not changing fast enouggh, therefore,
it is necessary for all conscious people to
follow the directive of Don Pedro Albizu
Campos who said, ‘““Para que los grandes
oigan a los chicos es necessario que los chicos
los hagan oir con un tiro en los ofdos.”’

These are not empty words! It is VEry pro-
per to recall today the punitive and unparalled
action of Sabana Seca. This must still be ring-
ing in thier ears and will serve as a warning in
the future! If your repressive forces injure us,
kill us, as our comrade Angel Rodriguez
Cristobal was murdered in one of VOUr con-
centration camps in Tallahassee, Florida, our
armed nation will retaliate and make your
country pay double,

The genocide of the Afro-American people,
of the Chicano-Mexicano people, of the
Palestinian people, the genocide of the Puerto
Rican nation will not remain without revolu-
tionary justice!

I end today with comrade Fred Hampton’s
words: ““You can kill the Revolutionary, but
you cannot kill the Revolution.™

af War, a civic and religious group, won the
suspension of restrictions on visits to the 10
prisoners of war here, as well 4s the taking of
photographs and fingerprinting of visitors to
the patriots. The change came following a
widely-publicized press conference by this
association of Black, Puerto Rican and White
leaders who support the granting of prisoner
of war status for the Eleven.

CANADA—The Canadian Party of Labor
(CPL) has agreed to introduce a petition for
support of the Eleven Puerto Rican Prisoners
of War in the coming International Con-
ference in Solidarity with The Iranian Revolu-
tion to be held in Tehran, soon. This Con-
ference will include hundreds of delegates
from national liberation movemeonts, the
non-aligned countries, and grass roots
organizations from throughout the world,
The CPL was extended an invitation by the
Iranian government.

MILWAUKEE—The influential African
weekly, ““The Milwaukee Courier,”” the se-
cond biggest Black newspaper in the United
States, editorialized its support for the FALN

-recently and called on Black peoples to learn

from the Puerto Rican example.

NEW YORK—A Civic Committee in Support
of the Puerto Rican Prisoners Of War is being
organized here from the ranks of progressive
professionals, religous and community
leaders in order to broaden support for the
Eleven Prisoners of War.

MEXICO—45 Mexican organizations will
meet in July to discuss the content and coor-
dination of support for the Eleven Puerto
Rican Prisoners of War.

And when they want to
destroy them, it will be easy—they will have
the files and photgraphs easily obtained from
the organizations themselves, they will have
identified the structures, membership, etc.,
and up to date.

Organizations, some of which even
today—without considering the experiences
of the Puerto Rican Communist Party (PCP)
as an example, still think they have the time
and the conditions for building a communist
party, a legal party of the masses. Let them
ask the PCP if it is possible for these
organizations to achieve this, and without the
support of the socialist countries.

The Eleven Prisoners of War form part of
anather current—one that touches deep into
the heart of our fighting masses. And that is
that they see the imperative of constructing
the political-military organization, but from
clandestinity. From those places where
newspapers can be published, flyers printed,
and military actions conducted without those
structures being subject to a wipe-out by
enemy agents who pollute the public legal
organizations, and by the police and in-
telligence forces which constantly repress our
movement.

Who is right? Those whom the Puerto
Rican people support from their hearts, and
who resist all deviations and obstacles the
enemy places in our paths! When support for
the Eleven Puerto Rican Prisoners of War
becomes so generalized that even those who
reject their politics must support them. then
we know that they-have put their finger deeply
on the patriotic fervor of our people.

The National Committee To Free Puerto
Rican Prisoners of War thinks that all Puerto
Rican independence organizations must cast
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aside sectarianism and unite firmly and
faithfully to a campaign of unconditional sup-
port for the Eleven Puerto Rican Prisoners of
War. They should cease distorting the politics
of the FALN, and those who support them;
the pro-independence comrades should unite
their efforts in defense of the Eleven patriots.
We are in the best disposition to initiate a
dialogue, we are ready to provide the political
eduction on the - politics of the eleven
prisoners of war to all those Puerto Ricans
who so desires it, without concern for
whatever organization they may belong to,
and thus increase the support these patriots
deserve. What we are not disposed to doing is
sacrifice the political position of the Eleven
Puerto Rican prisoners of war for a false
sense of unity which will serve only to li-
quidate what they represent to our people.
